Refresher on Warmup Arena Etiquette

USDF/GAIG Championships are starting soon!

The warmup arena at a large show can be chaotic. Horses of all
levels, and riders with differing degrees of experience - all jammed
together.

Yet, the warmup ring can be a synchronistic dance if everyone
knows the basics of arena etiquette. In this issue, we will provide a
refresher on arena protocol.

Basics

We are all pretty familiar with passing left-to-left when passing an
on coming horse. Yet there are times when this rule does not fit the
situation. The pointers below should help you navigate your way
through the warmup.

Communicate! It's OK to let other riders know your intentions
by calling out your direction. (OK don't yell, but in a clear
voice say - "On your right" , or "circle". ) This helps to
avoid collisions, and prevents startling a horse or rider.

Yield to horses at a higher gait or more difficult move-
ment. Give them the right of way.

If working on a circle stay off the rail so that others can go
around you. If someone is obviously on a circle and off the
track you may end up passing them on the right. This is
preferable. If possible, try not to cut through a circle of
less than 15 meters. Better to go around if you can.

Try not to stay on a small circle for a long time. This can
be like laying claim to a section of the arena and be
an impediment to others.

Coming across the diagonal - call "diagonal”. You may
need to yield the rail to those already on the track. Go
all the way to the track only if you can safely do so
and not cut off another horse.

Yield the rail. Don't stop on the rail to talk to your trainer,
or to dismount. Step outside the ring if you need to
have a discussion, remove your horse's boots, put on
your jacket etc.

Walk off the rail. If walking or cooling out your horse, stay
3 meters in from the rail, and yield to other horses. If
available, cool out in another area away from the war-
mup ring.

Remove yourself from the warmup ring if your horse be-
comes unruly or is creating a disturbance.

No one should be on foot inside of a warmup
ring. Trainers and assistance should be outside of the
rail.

Lunge only where allowed. Generally this is not allowed in
the main warm up.

Technology in the warmup
Seems like almost everyone has a radio headset these
days. This provides great benefits, but keep your awareness.

Use just one earpiece so that you can still hear clearly
with your other ear.

Stay aware of what is around you. It is very easy to get
tunnel vision with a coach in your ear. Remember,
you are not alone in there.

Trainers/Coaches - use the headset to help your student
navigate the arena traffic. Make sure they are clear to
turn, circle, halt or deviate from their current line. You
are their "spotter".

Other things that will help

Check in with the ring steward when you go into the war-
mup. This helps them immensely! Ring stewards will
provide you with updates on timing of your ride - Most
are volunteers, so be nice to them please.

If you need to scratch your ride, be sure to do so offi-
cially. You can let the ring steward know if in the war-
mup. Otherwise, please officially scratch at the office
prior to your ride. This is not only a rule, but will make
things easier on everyone. Riders who No-Show to a
class can be eliminated from subsequent classes.

Be kind to one another. Tensions can run high at these big
events, but take a moment to remember why we do this...
‘cause it's FUN! Go out and have a blast!
